Definition: | A dimension or extent, or a time taken to play or execute.

Definition: | A visual representation other than text.

Definition: | A topic of the resource.

Rationale: | This helps people search by genre, topic, or theme.

Definition: | An account of the resource.

Rationale: | This gives a quick abstract to help users decide if they’re interested.

Element: | director
Definition: | The person in charge of the creation of the resource.

Repeatable: | Yes
Rationale: | People may search for or recognize a resource by a specific/favorite director.

Element: | actor
Definition: | The person performing as a character or in a role within the resource.
From: | schema.org
Required: | No
Repeatable: | Yes
Rationale: | People may search for or recognize a resource by a specific/favorite actor.

Element: | countryOfOrigin
Definition: | The country of the principal offices of the production company or individual
responsible for the resource.

Rationale: | This shows context on the film was made and helps with regional searches.

Definition: | A language of the resource.
